Commonwealth Supported Places and HELP Loans 

Commonwealth Supported Place (CSP) is a place at a university or higher education provider where the 
government pays part of your fees. This part is a subsidy, not a loan, and you don’t have to pay it back. This 
subsidy does not cover the entire cost of your study. Students must pay the balance of the tuition fee, called 
the ‘student contribution amount’. For more information about Commonwealth Supported Places (CSP) and 
your eligibility visit the Study Assist website. 

Those students who have a CSP can get a HECS-HELP loan to pay for their portion of studies. A HECS-HELP 
loan only pays tuition fees and does not cover costs like accommodation, laptops or textbooks. To find out 
more information about HECS-HELP loans visit the Study Assist website.

Tips for applying for university scholarships 

The following are tips to help you maximise your chance of gaining a scholarship: 

• Apply for all the scholarships you are eligible for 

• Read the information on the university or institution's scholarship web page 

• Follow the directions exactly and answer all parts of each question 

• Include all documents requested 

• If written make sure applications are readable and provide examples to back up attributes and 
achievements 

• Start preparing your application early 

• Collect ideas for your application over time – start with dot points 

• Keep a list of personal achievements, extra-curricular activities you are involved in, both at school 
and in the wider community and any awards you have received 

• Do drafts of your application – get feedback (see your school Guidance Officer/Counsellor) 

• Ask referees for supporting statements early, not at the last minute. 

• Have someone else carefully proofread your application before submitting it 

• When required, include examples of personal attributes and achievements such as:      
o Awards gained 
o Leadership (including coaching) 
o Volunteering and other community participation 
o Teamwork (sport, work, etc). 
o Initiative 
o How you may give back to the university. 
o Include your career aspirations and how the university course can help you achieve them 

Submit your application by the due date.

ATAR Portal sign-up V QTAC Application sign-up 

ATAR Portal sign-up and the QTAC Application sigh-up are COMPLETELY DIFFERENT sign-ups! 

ATAR Eligible: 

• You MUST sign-up through the QTAC ATAR Portal.  

• By signing up, you are giving QTAC permission/asking them to calculate your ATAR. 

• If you don't sign-up, you will not get an ATAR! 

• ATAR Portal sign-up is free 

QTAC Applications: 

• You must create an account with QTAC in order to apply for courses starting in 2026  

• Early Bird sign-up will cost $70 which closes on 30 September 2025 

• Paying with a Debit card? - pay before 25 September to be sure that QTAC received your payment 
before 30 September 

• Application fee from 1 October 2025 is $150 

• You have 3 free change sessions included in your application fee. Every change session after that will

Applying for Educational Access Scheme (EAS) 

The Educational Access Scheme (EAS) can help you if you have experienced circumstances that have 
negatively affected your most recent studies. If you are assessed as eligible for an adjustment to your ATAR 
or QTAC selection rank under EAS, it will be combined with other adjustments you may be eligible for. Check 
with the institution/s you are interested in for the maximum adjustments allowed. If you are eligible for 
the Financial Hardship category, you may also get financial assistance from institutions, such as scholarships 
or bursaries. This category applies to your current and recent personal and/or family financial circumstances. 

You apply for EAS when you are applying for tertiary study through QTAC. You must complete a cover sheet 
for each category that you feel you are eligible for and provide written evidence to support your application. 
EAS will not be able to compensate you for things such as not completing secondary school, changing school 
subjects by choice or missed time from school for activities that are a personal choice (for example, sport, 
musical, holidays or cultural activities) etc. The EAS eligibility categories are: 

• Financial Hardship 

• Home Environment and Responsibilities 

• English Language Difficulty 

• Personal Illness or Disability 

• School Environment 

If you nominate to apply to EAS and DO NOT go ahead with your application, you MUST enter your 
application and untick the EAS option otherwise QTAC will think your application is incomplete. It is 
suggested that you only tick to apply for EAS, once you have gathered all the necessary documentation. 

 

Be organised before applying to QTAC 

QTAC’s online application for tertiary courses commencing in Semester One in 2026 is now open. This 
doesn’t mean you must apply immediately! You need to do some preparation before you are ready to apply. 

• Know your LUI number so QTAC can access your results from Queensland Curriculum and 
Assessment Authority (QCAA) in December

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• Check your QCAA student learning account to see if all your qualifications/study program/s are 
there, especially if you have completed courses outside of school that are recognised by the QCAA 

• The application will ask if you want to authorise someone to represent you if you are unavailable to 
respond to a course offer or you want more information. Most students nominate a parent or 
guardians. You will need their full name, date of birth (including year of birth) and contact details. 

• Are you going to apply for QTAC’s Educational Access Scheme (EAS)?  If so, speak to your Guidance 
Officer or School Counsellor for assistance. 

• How are you going to pay the $70 application fee? By Credit card or Direct card. Your application will 
only be activated once QTAC receives the funds in their bank account. If you have trouble paying the 
$70 or only have cash, see your Guidance Officer or School Counsellor. 

• Select and order your course preferences. Research courses and make some decisions about what 
you want to apply for. 

• Check closing dates for specific courses at the back of your QTAC Guide. 

• Be aware of the closing dates for 2026 applications, preference changes and document submission. 
 

How to get your ATAR! 

All ATAR eligible Queensland Year 12 students can now register for the ATAR Portal to receive their ATAR in 
December which will be released on 18 December. If you are applying for study interstate, you will also be 
required to register for the QLD ATAR Portal and provide QTAC with the necessary consent to share your 
ATAR with interstate tertiary admissions centres. Before registering for the ATAR Portal, you will need the 
following information: 

• Full Name (as shown on their QCAA Learning Account) 

• Date of Birth (DD MM YYYY) 

• LUI number 

• Personal email address

Make use of your 2026 Guide Year 12! 

Year 12 students have a 2026 QTAC Guide or you can get the Guide online. It has important information to 
assist you in choosing your tertiary pathway for 2026. You will find key information on Applying to QTAC on 
pages 1 -21. IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT YOU CHECK ALL YOUR PREFERENCES ON THE QTAC WEBSITE as the guide 
was only accurate as of the date of publishing.  

 

Ordering your preferences 

You can apply for up to six courses through your QTAC application. The order in which you place the courses 
is very important. QTAC advises the following plan to help you make sound decisions.  

• Preferences 1 and 2: Desired courses - the courses you most want to study even if you are not sure 
you will get an offer.

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• Preferences 3 and 4: Back-up courses – less competitive courses or courses at other institutions that 
you are prepared to study if you don’t get your higher preferences.  They could be used to upgrade 
to your higher preference courses in the future. 

• Preferences 5 and 6: Admission Pathway courses - courses that are not competitive and will help 
you upgrade to your higher preference courses in the future. These are safety net courses. 

When processing your application, the QTAC computer starts with your preference 1 course. If you are 
eligible for this course (i.e. you meet all the entry requirements and are at or above the year’s entry 
threshold/tertiary rank/ATAR), you will be offered this course and your other preferences are not 
considered. 

If you are not eligible for your preference 1 course, QTAC will, in turn, look at your competitiveness for your 
second preference and so on, until it finds a course you are eligible for or it exhausts your list of preferences. 
If that happens, you won’t receive an offer. If you follow the plan above, you will receive an offer.  It may 
not be for your preference 1 but it will be a foot-in-the-door to upgrading, hopefully in one year, to the 
course you want. You will find more information here (scroll down to see the video) or in your QTAC Guide 
on Page 11 and on their website. 

You can change preferences after you submit your application. Only press ‘Save’ after you make all the 
changes you want. This is then considered one change session. The first three (3) change of preference 
sessions are free. Subsequent change sessions cost $70. Don’t change your preferences impulsively. Think 
carefully about them. See your school Guidance Officer/Counsellor if you need assistance.

Applications are now open for 2026 Admissions. This is a completely separate registration from registering 
to have your ATAR calculated … you MUST do both registrations! To apply to QTAC you first have to set up 
your ‘account’. You will need your: 

• Full Name (as shown on their QCAA Learning Account) 

• Date of Birth (DD MM YYYY) 

• LUI number 

• Personal email address 
 

Understanding Minimum selection thresholds when ordering course preferences 

Entry to many courses is competitive – the number of places available in the course may be fewer than the 
number of people applying for entry into the course. 

Places for eligible applicants to a course are allocated by eligibility (meeting prerequisites) and then in order 
of merit (the applicant’s entry score ATAR or Tertiary Rank). Places are filled and the ATAR or Tertiary Rank 
of the last applicant offered a place becomes the ‘lowest selection threshold’. When researching your course 
options, it's best to base your preferencing decisions on the adjusted lowest 2025 Minimum Threshold or 
Tertiary Rank. These take into account adjustment factors that have been allocated to applicants’ scores. 
The QTAC guide shows both the Adjusted and Unadjusted lowest ATAR/Selection Rank so be sure you focus 
on the Adjusted threshold.  

Double check Adjusted minimum ATAR/tertiary ranks on university websites as there are some 
inaccuracies in the QTAC book.

It IS NOT based on your parents/guardian's income … just your income 
which currently needs to be less than $786/week averaged over 8 weeks. You MUST have your Low Income 
Health Care card number before you pay any money to TAFE. To apply for your Low Income Health Care 
card: 

1. Open a Centrelink account through your MyGov account 
2. Click on Payments and Claims (you are actually going to ‘Claim’ a Low Income Health Care Card (we 

usually say apply instead of 'claim") 
3. Click on make a claim 
4. Click on Concession cards 
5. Click on Test Eligibility … and then follow the steps. Good luck!

Adjustment factors applied automatically 

Some students receive an offer to a course even though they have an ATAR below the published adjusted 
selection rank. Often this is because other factors have been taken into consideration in combination with 
their ATAR and their selection rank has been adjusted (and is higher than their ATAR) and they gain entry 
into their course. 

These adjustments are due to factors such as performance in Year 12 subjects, living or attending school in a 
certain area and applying for consideration through the Educational Access Scheme. Selection rank 
adjustments are applied differently from institution to institution and from course to course within the same 
institution. Check out the Adjustment Schemes for the universities that you are interested in applying to 
and/or visit QTAC here to find out more. 

 

Important changes to prerequisites for Education from 2026 

Neither the Teacher Entry (NARTE) often referred to as a Suitability Statement or the Science prerequisite 
for Primary Teaching are no longer prerequisites for entry into a Bachelor of Education at any university. 

From 2025 the admission requirements are as follows: 

• Prerequisites:    
o General English, English as an Additional Language, Literature of English & Literature 

Extension (Units 3&4, C) 
o General Mathematics, Mathematical Methods or Specialist Mathematics (Units 3&4, C) 

• Recommended:   
o Secondary Education: Senior studies in chosen teaching areas 
o Chemistry, Physics or Biology require the chosen area to be successfully completed at the 

senior level 

Note that some universities have pathways into Education if you don't have either a General English or 
General Maths prerequisite. You will need to contact the university directly for more details and assistance. 

 

Why do a double degree? 

ACU have explained what a double degree is by describing it this way: 

• Equivalent of two qualifications with only one extra year of study - 4 years full time study (as single 
degrees it would take 6 years to complete both)

UniSQ’s Early Offer allows graduating Year 12 students, who place UniSQ #1 on their QTAC application, an 
opportunity to receive an early offer based solely upon a recommendation of your Principal, through one 
simple application form or by successful completion of UniSQ Head Start course. You are still required to 
meet all the relevant entry requirements plus you'll still be eligible for Become Rewarded scholarships once 
ATARs are released. The application form is available now and must be submitted by 16 October 2025.

Did you know that you can study full time or part-time by choosing how many subjects you study each 
semester? If you are thinking you want to work for a while and save some money or there are things going 
on in your life that you need to sort, you don't need to put off study all together. You can choose to study 
fewer subjects/courses each semester and can also fast-track your degree by studying during the summer 
semester (October to February).
